We have been averaging 4-6 boys per year and we need monthly support of at least $500.00 a month to
support each boy. $2000.00 to $3000.00 per month (this amount includes housing, food, utilities,
auto/gas expenses, school-training, supplies, toiletries, clothes, medical and dental). For your
information, CWM'’s average monthly income is less than $2000.00 per month (we are very good at
stretching a USS$1.00 bill). Also, Linda and | do not receive any salary from donations to the ministry.
